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TOO SICK FOR SCHOOL? 
Below are guidelines to help parents and school districts determine when to keep children/students home from school. 

The recommendations are based on guidelines provided by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and state 

public health professionals. They were developed to help prevent the spread of potentially contagious disease. Home is 

the best place for a child who is ill. If your child is sick with a diagnosed communicable disease, please notify the school as 

soon as possible. This notification will greatly assist others who, due to medical reasons and/or treatments, have 

weakened immune systems and may require immediate and specialized care. 

FEVER COUGH VOMITING/DIARRHEA 

RASH SKIN LESIONS/SORES OTHER 

 
* Many authorities use either 100 (37.8 degrees Celsius) or 100.4 F (38.0 degrees Celsius) as a cut-off for fever, but this number actually can 

range depending on factors such as the method of measurement and the age of the person. CDC has public health recommendations that are 
based on the presence (or absence) of fever. What is meant by this is that the person’s temperature is not elevated beyond their norm. In 

order to provide clarity the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction supports the use of 100.4°F.  

With fever greater than 100.4º F*. 
Student may return when fever-free 

for 24 hours (WITHOUT use of fever-
reducing medicine). 

Symptoms that prevent the student 
from active participation in usual 

school activities OR student is 
requiring more care than school can 

safely provide. 

Drainage from a sore that cannot be 

contained within a bandage OR sores 
are increasing in size OR new sores are 

developing day-to-day. 

Any new rash accompanied by a 
fever. May return after rash goes 

away or clearance given by a health 
care provider. 

Any unexplained vomiting episode. May return 

24 hours after last episode. Diarrhea = three or 
more unexplained episodes of watery or loose 

stool in 24 hours OR sudden onset of loose 
stools. May return 24 hours after last episode. 

Serious, sustained coughing, 

shortness of breath, or difficulty

FIRST DAY OF SCHOOL: THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 1, 2022
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LOADING AND UNLOADING WHEN THE BUS IS MOVING

■ Wait on the sidewalk or ten feet off the road.

■  Wear protective masks, reflective items, and use 
lights (cell phone) during hours of limited visibility.

■  Wait for the door to open before entering or   
exiting the bus.

■ Use the handrail and take each step one at a time.

■    Discharge to the right by walking directly away   
from the bus.

■    Discharge to the left by waiting in your “safe spot” 
and watching the driver’s hand signals.

■    React immediately to the driver’s emergency   
signal (honking the horn).

■   Sit properly (face and feet forward).

■    Remain seated while the bus in 
moving.

■   Keep center aisle clear (feet, knees,   
 objects).

■   Keep body parts and items inside the   
 bus.

■   Refrain from using the back row of   
 seats unless others are full.

■   Become silent at railroad crossings.

■   Report illegal or inappropriate activities  
 to the driver.

The School District of the Menomonie 
Area contracts bus services with 
Menomonie Transportation.  School Board 
Policy outlines transportation eligibility 
and requirements.

All new kindergarten students, 6th graders, and 9th 
graders who are eligible for busing are newly assigned 
to routes; other students will continue as previously 
routed unless the bus company is notified of changes. 
Those not planning to use transportation are asked to 
contact the bus company to cancel service.           

Busing begins Wednesday, September 1.  
Details regarding bus routes will be available at school 
orientation.  If the information is needed prior to 
orientation, parents may call the bus company 
beginning August 15th.  Those in need of service  
from a site other than their home location are asked 
to call the bus company to explore options as soon  
as possible.  Parents are also asked to communicate  
daily the need to cancel busing if a student  
is ill or absent.
