All Menomonie area elementary students are required to attend 

Orientation Day. A parent/guardian or other responsible adult must 

accompany the student. In order to better accommodate all families, we 

encourage you to attend at the times specified in a welcome letter you will 

receive from your school. If the time scheduled is inconvenient, you may 

come at another time. If you haven’t received your welcome letter by 

Wednesday, August 24, please call your school’s office.

Families should plan to spend a minimum of two hours at the school site.

information in the designated area at your school. Please complete and 

return as many of the forms as possible before you leave the building or 

you may complete them online beginning Tuesday, August 9.

 Visit your child(ren)’s classroom and meet the teacher(s). 

 Visit with specialist teachers and other staff as available.  

 Visit the cafeteria and meet the Food Service team as available. 

 Meet your school’s PTO/PTC officers as available.  

 Verify address and busing information; share special info or concerns 

with office staff regarding your child(ren), especially medical needs.  

Picture Day information is available at each site. Elementary schools are 

similar in instructional time, but start and end times vary due to busing.
